P r e l i m i n a r y  P r o v i s i o n s

1. These Regulations may be cited as the Attorney General (Discharge Citation 

o f  Duties) Regulations, 2006

2. These Regulations shall apply in respect o f  persons who perform Application 

or discharge legal functions in the Office of the Attorney General and
other offices in the public service who, by virtue or nature o f  their job 
description, are required to seek or consult for legal advice from the 
Office o f  the Attorney General.

3. In these Regulations, unless the context otherwise requires— interpret
"Act" m eans  the Office o f  the Attorney General (D ischarge o f  Duties)

"Code o f  Ethics" means the Code o f  Ethics for Law Officers, State 
Attorneys and Legal Officers in the public service;

"Court" m eans a court o f  law and includes a tribunal;

"internship" means practical training undertaken by a law student who 
has completed luLorial tra in ingat an institute o f  higher learning;

"Law Officer" has th e  m eaning ascribed to it under the Interpretation of
Laws Act; Cap 1

4.-(  1) A person shall be qualified for appointment as a Law Officer, a 
State Attorney or a Legal Officer who has a degree iri law from the 
University or an institute o f  higher learning duly recognized by the 
Government and has completed internship or has attended training in 
advocacy at an institute recognized by the Attorney General.

(2) A person shall not practise as a Law Officer or a State Attorney 
unless that person has been appointed by the Attorney General to practise 
as such.

(3) A Legal Officer may practise as Law' Officer or State Attorney 
in relation to the discharge of the duties of  the Office of the Attorney 
General if such Legal Officer has been appointed to perform the f unctions 
o f  a Law Officer or a State Attorney pursuant to subsection (1) of 
section 25 o f  the Act.

5 . - ( l )  In the discharge of the duties o f  the Office o f  the Attorney 
General in relation to matters of  the criminal, civil, constitutional nature 
or in drafting legislative instruments, Law Officers, State Attorneys and 
Legal Officers shall be guided by the requirements o f Part III o f  the Act.

(2) In the performance of their functions, the Law Officers, State 
Attorneys and Legal Officers shall adhere  to the requirement to seek 
directions o f  the heads of respective Directorates Department, Agency, 
Ministerial Department or Ministry.

(3) Without prejudice to sub-regulation (2), a Law Officer, a State 
Attorney or a Legal Officer shall be required to seek specific directions 
from  the head of the Directorate, the Department or the Agency of 
which the subject relates.

(4) The Law  Officer, Slate Attorney and Legal Officer shall at all the 
time d ischargethe duties o f  the Office of the Attorney General fairly and 
dispassionately and shall, in that respect, not compromise personal interest 
to the Government and generally the public interest or interest o f  the  
client.

6 . - 0 )  Every Law Officer, State Attorney and Legal Officer shall 
have the duty and obligation to maintain respect to the legal profession 
and to observe the Code o f  Ethics.

(2) With a view to maintaining respect to the legal profession, the 
Law Officer, State Attorney and Legal Officer shall, while appearing in 
the Court or Tribunal for purposes o f  the conduct o f  proceedings, be neat 
and dressed in court attire in accordance with the norms of the legal 
profession.

(3) It shall be the right o f  a Law Officer, a State Attorney and a Legal 
Officer to enjoy all privileges attached to advocates save for charging 
and receiving reward in a form o f  fees and to the extent prohibited or 
restricted by the Act and laws governing employment in the public service.

(4) The Law Officer, State Attorney or Legal Officer w ho contravenes 
the provisions o f  this Regulation shall be liable to d isciplinary actions 
including but not limited to de-registration, dismissal, termination and 
reprimand.

7 .- 0 )  The Law Officer, a State Attorney or,a Legal Officer who has 
inleiest m any matter to which he is assigned shall be icquired to declare 
that interest.

(2 ) Interest shall be assumed to exist where the matter involves a 
spouse, a child, a father or a mother, a relative, a friend or an employer 
other than the Attorney General.

8 —(1) The L aw  Officer, a State Attorney and a Legal Officer shall 
desist from engaging in a matter that is most likely to adversely affcctthe 
public confidence in the Office o f  Attorney General.

(d) except for routine matters such as scrutinizing of minor documents, 
requests for legal advice shall be made by a public officei o f  oi 
above the rank of a Director or an Assistant Director.

(3) T he Office of the Attorney Genera] shall always be consulted 
before:

(c) criminal proceedings are instituted since the  final decision whether 
or not such proceedings shall be taken  or shall proceed rests with 
the Director o f  Public Prosecutions.

(4) If a communication to a m em ber o f  the public  entails the decision 
being based upon a legal opinion expressed by the Office o f  the Attorney 
G enera l ,  the  legal advice  shou ld  not be q u o te d ,  n o r  sh o u ld  the 
communication indicate that the decision is based upon the opinion o f  the 
Attorney G en era l .

1. This Practice Note is in tended  to provide gu idance,  subject to w h ich  a Legal 
Officer shall discharge du ties  of  the A tto rn ey  General.

2. The  Legal Officer assigned  to deal with specific matters related to his em p lo y m en t  
shall demonstrate capacity to deal w i th  those ass ignm ents  properly, eff ic ien tly  anil to 
p roduce  the best quality of work.

3. In matters to which l i t igation is involved the Legal Officer shall d em o n s tra te  
capacity to conduct such lit igat ion  p roperly  and efficiently.

4. T he  Legal Officer shall  be. a p e rso n  able to rir .monstraTFpossession of exper ien ce  
and expertise to d ischarge du ties  to w h ic h  the appoin tm ent is made.

5. A Legal Officer shall be  a pe rson  able  to determine and demonstrate as to w h e th e r  
or not the matter  before him requ ires  the attention of the Attorney G enera l

6. A Legal Officer w h o  has been enrolled  as an A dvocate  shall not be e lig ib le  for 
-appointment a s  a Law O ff ice r  or  a S ta te  Attorney.
